








PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS

All accounts are payable in advance prior to the commencement of each semester.

Fees outstanding fourteen (14) days after the commencement of a term will attract a fee of $200 for
late payment.

All outstanding accounts are required to be paid in full within 14 days of receiving the final account.

Cheques should be made payable to Hale School. Alternatively, credit card facilities (Mastercard, Visa
and American Express) or BPay are available. A credit card fee of 0.75% will apply to Mastercard and
Visa and 1.0% for American Express. This represents a reimbursement of the current costs applied
to our account by our bankers. Should our bankers increase this fee, then the increased fee will be
on-charged to parents adopting this form of payment.

Arrangements can also be made to pay the annual, or future years fees, in advance. These options
should be discussed with the Director of Finance and Governance.

GST

If Hale School is required to pay GST, this component will be charged to the account.
